Hours-Compare or check the newspaper.

Pricing secrets:

Original price of item expect ¼ at the most of items that are “like new”

Age of Item

Newer the bigger the price unless it’s collectable

Condition of item

Like new may command a higher price: tag it “like new”

Market for the item?

A little higher than average price

Larger items

May bring as much as a third of the original price.

Clean and neat will bring more money top dollars.

Plan the bargaining, plan the lowest price for every item.

Use the cent sign but not the dollar sign!

Use odd numbers not even on the end.

Look for add-ons as giveaways. “Value added items.”

Plan ahead for the family as well as the sale.

Pre-cook the meals if you will do a 3 day sale or a 1 day sale. 

Plan change: 
$28-35  in 1’s



$5 in quarters



$5 in dimes



$2 in nickels

 3 choices to make: 
Throw it away

Give it away-put it in the car for the next errand trip and delivery




Store it away-label the price as you store it for the next sale
